DESCRIPTION
ASA Dampshield is a one part, coal tar free moisture curing polyurethane membrane. After curing it 
provides a tough, highly elastomeric, impervious barrier to moisture. For the waterproofing of 
masonry walls, foundations, basements, rooftops, slabs, planterboxes and as a sandwich membrane 
between slabs.

DAMPSHIELD

SURFACE PREPARATION
Surfaces must be firm, clean, dry, sound and smooth. All grease, oil, wax, 
curing compounds, dust, plaster droppings, loose material, paint and any 
other contaminants must be removed. Compressed Fibrous Cement 
Sheeting must be installed in accordance to the manufacturer’s directions. 
Allow concrete to cure for 28 days and cement render for 7 days prior to the 
application of ASA Dampshield. Do not apply over concrete slabs that are 
damp or contain moisture unless the slab has been primed with ASA 
Dampfix Moisture Seal. 

Sheet Joints: Apply a bead of ASA Dampfix Seal ‘n’ Fillet at all wall/floor 
joints, wall/wall joints, all sheet joints and fixings and at any change of direc-
tion in the substrate. ASA Dampfix Seal ‘n’ Fillet is a white, low modulus, 
polyurethane sealant which cures from moisture in the air to form a soft, 
elastic and weatherproof sealant. ASA Dampfix Seal ‘N’ Fillet comes in 
600ml (720 grams) sausages. 

Static Crack Treatment - Seal all static cracks with ASA Dampfix Seal ‘n’ Fillet. Dynamic cracks, expansion joints and control 
joints refer to Technical department for assistance. 

APPLICATION
ASA Dampshield can be applied with a brush, roller or trowel. ASA Dampshield must be applied to achieve a dry film thickness 
of 1.5mm for optimum performance. To achieve the required dry film thickness of 1.5mm, apply the ASA Dampshield at a rate of 
0.85 litres/m² per coat. Two coats are required. Allow a minimum of 24 hours between coats. Note: Protection boards must be used 
to protect the membrane before back filling or concreting. 

CLEAN UP
Clean tools and equipment with Bostik Handi-Clean Wipes while the membrane is still wet.

COVERAGE
1 litre of ASA Dampshield will cover approximately 0.6m at 1.5mm dry film thickness.

SAFETY DIRECTIONS
Avoid contact with skin and eyes. Wear overalls, safety shoes, impervious gloves and safety glasses. Use only in well ventilated 
areas. If inhalation risk exists wear organic vapour/particulate respirator. Avoid contact with foodstuffs, and sources of heat and 
ignition. Wash hands after use. Store in a cool place and out of direct sunlight. Store away from oxidising agents. Keep containers 
closed when not in use. Do not empty into drains.
FOR FIRE: Non-combustible, however, if involved in a fire use water fog, foam or dry agents. Avoid breathing products of combustion.
FOR SPILLS: Clear area of all unprotected personnel. Slippery when spilt. Wear protective equipment. Absorb with sand or soil. 
Collect and seal in properly labelled drums. Refer to State/Territory Land Waste Management Authority for disposal.

PACKAGING AND SHELF LIFE
19 litre metal pails. Unopened pails can be stored for up to 6 months in a cool, dry and weatherproof environment.

LIMITATIONS
•  Do not use in areas where direct fixing of tiles onto ASA Dampshield waterproofing membrane is required.
•  Membrane should not be installed on damp, wet, contaminated or friable substrates.
•  Do not apply the product in extreme temperatures of below 5°C and above 35°C.
•  Membrane should not be applied greater than a depth of 1.5mm in one application as foaming may occur.
•  Requires atmospheric moisture to fully cure. Membrane should not be used in totally confined spaces.
•  Should never be used as an exposed finish or as a top coating exterior membrane.
•  Contact the ASA Technical Department for applications outside recommended installations.
•  Screeds, toppings and soil filling should not be carried out until membrane is fully cured.
•  Bitumen membranes may bleed and stain, not recommended as a under tile waterproofing membrane.
•  Dampshield must not be used in chlorinated water, ie swimming pools, spas.
